School and Student Body

Brooklyn Friends School, founded in 1867, draws upon its Quaker heritage to
educate students within the context of a challenging academic program and a
caring, supportive community. An independent, coed day school, Brooklyn Friends
enrolls more than 800 students from preschool through 12th grade, including 198 in
the Upper School (grades 9-12). There are 57 students in the Class of 2021.

Our student body reflects the racial, economic, ethnic, and religious diversity of
New York City. Upper School students travel to school from all five boroughs of
the city, as well as New Jersey. Students of color comprise more than 35% of the
Upper School student body, and 35% of Upper School students receive need-based
financial aid.

International Baccalaureate

Brooklyn Friends offers 11th and 12th grade

students the opportunity to pursue the International
Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma or enroll in individual IB
courses of their choice. The academically demanding
IB Diploma Program encourages them to ask
challenging questions, learn how to learn, develop

a strong sense of their own identity and culture,

and develop the ability to communicate with and
understand people from other countries and cultures.
Research has shown that IB Diploma students are
better able to cope with the workload and time
management demands of college.

Community
members sit in silence, and if they feel moved to say something that will deepen
and enrich the experience, they stand and speak.
